Operating Rules For Texas Trails Council Properties

1) Check-in & Check-out

a)  Check-in with proper council representative either in the Camp Office or in Camp Parking lot.
b)  Be prepared to hand the Camp Ranger or Council representative a Unit Roster including: all Leaders, Scouts, Siblings and Parents that are staying on Camp.
c) Be prepared to show required documentation, Camp permit, Tour & Activity permit, and any other information asked for.
d) Be prepared to Pay a $200 Deposit for Facilities, if your Unit is using them. (i.e. the Dining Hall, Shower House, Training Center, etc...)
e) All campsites, equipment, and facilities will be checked before departing for damage, misuse, and cleanliness.
f)  Any Damages, lost equipment, or vandalism to property will be paid before you depart camp.
g) Cleanliness of camp and facilities is user responsibility, each Unit is required to carry out their own trash from their weekend stay.
2) Vehicles
a)  Speed limitis 10 mph on all camp properties unless otherwise posted.
b)  All vehicles must be parked in parking lot only after unloading, only equipment trailers may remain at campsites.
c) Do not enter campsite with only motor vehicle for any reason.
d) Riding in bed of trucks is not allowed.

3) Alcohol, Tobacco, Fireworks, Pets

Dogs or pets of any kind will not be allowed on camp. Service animals will need credentials.

Rifle Range and Shotgun Range — Must have an adult (21 years or older) with BSA Shooting Sports Certification in attendance at all times while on the range.

. No unauthorized or personal weapons will be allowed.

. All participants and staff must follow the rules.

. Care of equipment is user’s responsibility.

. Damage to equipment will be paid at check-out.

COPE Area — Off limits without certified COPE instructor present.

Climbing and Rappelling Tower — Off limits without certified instructor present.

Natural Climbing and Rappelling Wall — Off limits without certified instructor present.
